The yellow fever vaccine is required to
enter Uganda. Connect to Uganda
recommends team members follow CDC
guidelines for other immunizations. We
also recommend an anti-malarial
medication.

You must have a passport that expires
no less than 6 months after the last day
of our trip.  We will purcahse our visas
online prior to the trip; cost is $50.

You may book your own flight, using
the itinerary provided by C2U.  Flights
are typically through United or Delta
and have a layover in either Brussels or
Amsterdam.
